Notes for PETER KEIM:  There is some debate about this man and records are sketchy about his origins. Some 

genealogists claim that he is descended from Johannes Keim, who settled 1698 in Berks Co, PA, but this has not 

been proven. For example, I have an old typewritten copy of material taken from "The Keim and Allied Families in 

America and Europe, Vol. 1, edited by D. Randolph Keim.  He concluded that the line of descent was from Johannes 

Keim (b. 1675) to Johannes Keim (b. 1711) to Peter Keim (b. 1745) to Nicholas Keim (b. 1768).  He shows 

Johannes born in Oley, PA in 1711, so this person can't be the 1750 immigrant, nor can he be the Peter Keim who 

purchased land in 1719 (see Hochstetler Book).  Unfortunately, most of the published references to Peter Keim since 

the KAF simply repeat the same stories.  This could be the Peter Keim, single man, who was taxed 15 shillings in 

1767, Berks Co, PA.  This Peter may be the Revolutionary War Private listed in the PA Archives Index.  

Unfortunately, there were several Peter Keims who served and at this time there is no proof that one of them was 

this Peter Keim. 

 

He may be the Peter Keim who lived in Heidelberg Twp in 1787, Dauphine Co, PA, just across the border from 

Berks Co.  Keim Researcher, Don Thackrey (1994 draft of "Some Descendants of the Immigrant Johannes Keim") 

speculated that Peter may have lived close to the border of Berks Co, perhaps in mountain country out of reach of 

tax assessors.  Thackrey gives a birth date for Peter of 1736 in Berks Co, PA but does not give a source for that date.  

He shows Peter as the 3rd son of Johannes Keim II and Catherine Stump, but he admits that he is simply following 

the conclusion drawn in Keim and Allied Families. 

 

I'm showing Peter's wife as Susanna Eis based on a reported 1786 baptism of Peter Keim, son of Peter Keim and 

Susanna in Montgomery Co, PA.  The will of Susannah's father, Nicholas Eis, dated Aug 1798 named her husband, 

Peter Keim.  There does not appear to be any evidence that Johan Peter Keim married a second time except for one 

story that appeared in Keim & Allied Families by a descendant who said Peter came to visit and he had a 2nd family 

with him.   

 

According to Mahlon W. Keim (KAF, 436), one of Peter's great-grandson, Peter "bound-out" all his children after 

his wife died when the children were still young.  The oldest son, Nicholas, was trained by an Amish Mennonite, 
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which explains the fact that Nicholas' 3 wives were all from prominent Amish families.  Mahlon claimed that Peter 

Keim went to North Carolina and never returned. 

 

Josiah J. Keim wrote a Keim Genealogy in 1928 and he gave a speech at a Keim reunion.  He stated, "John Peter 

Keim, my great grandfather, probably born in Baden, Germany, reached the port of Philadelphia, registered and 

qualified, August 31, 1750.  He was unmarried.  He located in Berks County, Pennsylvania. " (Note:  I have not seen 

this record claimed by Josiah Keim, but if Peter Keim was listed on the ship's manifest, he had to be at least age 16, 

which explains the 1734 birth date).  The problem with this information is the person who immigrated in 1750 was 

Johan Peter Kleim.  Josiah acknowledged this, but he assumed that Kleim was simply a spelling error. 

 

Arline Petry Cook's 1966 application for membership in the DAR has a birthdate for Johan Peter Keim of 1730, 

which was crossed out and someone wrote in 1734.  On that same application, John Peter Keim's birthplace was 

shown as Baden, Germany and his death was listed as Somerset Co, PA after April 1787.  Somerset County was 

crossed out and someone wrote Bedford County. 

 

Albert Russell Keim, of Falls City, NE contributed the following data to KAF from John C. Keim, dated at Monitor, 

MCPherson County, Kansas, February 18, 1887:  "My father said there were three Keim brothers who came from 

Baden, Germany and were named Peter, Conrad, and he thinks the other was George, but is not certain.  ... Samuel 

Keim and Elias Keim, Sons of Peter Keim [b. 1781], both said their grandfather's name was Peter, for they had often 

heard their father say that he was named after his father." 

 

On 20 June 2009, Mary Lou visited the Meyersdale Library in Somerset Co, where the librarian located a land 

warrant for Peter Kimme Senior.  The description is:  "Situated on the waters of Cox's Creek in Milford Township, 

Bedford County and surveyed the 16th day of April 1787, in pursuance of a warrant dated the 22nd Day of February 

1785. 

 

A Peter Keim and wife Mary purchased land in Elk Lick Twp. from Joseph Mast on May 13, 1811, Elk Lick Twp, 

Somerset Co, PA, where Nicholas was living.  He sold property in Elk Lick Twp. to his eldest son, Nicholas, on 

April 27, 1812 (Eber Cockley cited a partial land record in Somerset Co. Deed Book 6, p. 374).  Finally, records 

show that he sold 20 acres in Elk Lick Twp to Christian Lichty on March 26, 1814 (source for land records was by 

Eber Cockley in his article dated August 1967 in Laurel Messenger).  This Peter may be Johan Peter Keim's son, 

born 1781.

Notes for NICHOLAS KEIM:  Nicholas lived in Somerset County, PA most of his adult life, but for a time he lived in 

Cambria Co.  A history of Cambria County, PA (Storey, 1907) states that Nicholas Keim, son of Peter Keim (2) 

"made his first settlement at Bens Creek, Cambria Co, PA" and then later moved to Davidsville and on to Elk Lick, 

PA.  The History of Bedford and Somerset Counties Pennsylvania... (1906), shows that Nicholas settled on the 

Joseph Buck farm in Conemaugh Twp before 1796.  A History of Bedford, Somerset and Fulton Counties, 

Pennsylvania (1884, published by Waterman, Watkins & Co) states that Nicholas settled in Davidsville, Conemaugh 

Twp soon after the Revolutionary war (p. 549).  He moved to Elk Lick in 1810. 

 

He is listed in DJH (1977) as 2245 because his 2nd wife was Fanny Hochstetler.  Nicholas worked for an Amish 

Mennonite and was said by his grandson M.W. Keim (KAF, pp. 435-436) to be a good friend of Mr. Johns, founder 

of Johnstown, PA.   His three wives were all from prominent Amish families. 

 

In 1790, Nicholas was living near Reading, PA when he traveled north to Bern Twp where he met and married 

Fannie Stutzman. Probably he was among a group of people moved to Somerset County together.  They moved to an 

area now known as Johnstown, PA, named for Joseph Johns. Nicholas' first farm, bought in 1791, was near Berlin, 

Somerset Co.   Fanny and Nicholas lived in a hut and, no doubt, experienced many hardships on their farm, far away 

from friends and family.  Nicholas and Fanny moved to a farm near Salisbury and was next door to Peter C. 

Livengood, a prominent minister in the Church of the Brethren.  Peter kept a detailed journal from 1758 - 1824 and 

included records of transactions with the Keim family.  "Both Nicholas Keim and Peter Livengood became 

substantial landowners and had unusually large families (source:  J. Virgil Miller, 1994).  Later, they moved back to 

Davidsville, in Somerset County, where Fanny died sometime between 1804 (when her last child was born) and 

1807.  By 1809, Nicholas had remarried and fathered a child.  In 1810 he moved to Elk Lick Twp, Somerset Co, PA.  

Nicholas died without a will and left three sizeable tracts of land to be divided up by the court.  Elk Lick Twp was 

incorporated in 1785 as a part of Bedford County and was formed from Brothers Valley Twp.  Elk Lick borders the 

Maryland state line, and the major borough is Salisbury.  The Keim homestead was located about 1 and 3/4 miles 

west of Salisbury, Somerset Co, PA in Keim (now the village of St. Paul).

Much of my information on Nicholas Keim comes from the Family Bible Records compiled by Dorothy May Kave, 

Lineage Research Chairman, CRESAP Chapter, Cumberland, MD in 1968.  At that time the Nicholas Keim Bible, 

published in German, was in possession of John H. Keim of Millersburg, IN, a grandson of Nicholas.  In about 

1980, my mother visited the owner of the bible, Gertrude Keim Rogers, who lived in a retirement home in LaPorte, 

IN.  The Bible was photographed by my mother, who said there were handwritten notes on almost every page.  She 

took six photographs of the outside and some inside pages but, unfortunately, they are slightly blurred and most are 

not legible. We have not been able to locate the bible since Gertrude died in 1984. 

 

Nicholas Keim's grave was visited in September 2005 by a descendant, David B. Keim, who reported that the stone 

is still legible and is located on a farm in Elk Lick Twp, Somerset Co, PA.  The farm contains a barn built in 1830 
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by Nicholas' son, John Keim.  Owners of the farm in 2005 were brothers, Edison and Bartlett Keim.  Mary Lou 

visited the same farm on 19 June 2009 and found the small graveyard, known as the Livengood Cemetery, in poor 

condition.  Weeds were tall and they covered many of the tombstones.  Many of the markers were broken and not 

legible.  The stone of Nicholas, in the far SW corner, is still standing and legible, but surrounded by very tall day 

lillies and in danger of disappearing into the heavy vegetation.

Peter Keim, aged 88 years, 10 months and some days. he was buried on the 

29th, on Pretty Prairie, where funeral sermons were held by Christian Naffzinger, in the German language, from 

Rev. 14: 12, 13, and by Christian Beery in English from Tim. 4: 7, 8. Bro. Keim was born in the State of 

Pennsylvania, in September 1781. He was twice married and lived with his first wife, with whom he had 12 

children, about 33 years. After her death he married again and lived with his second wife about 21 years, when she 

also died. Bro. Keim was a member of the Mennonite church about fifty years and was strong in the faith.  But now 

that he has gone to his rest, as we hope, let us imitate his virtues and seek to meet him in the better land when our 

Father calls us from the scenes of trial and toil here below."  

 

Peter's grave was visited by Mary H. West and Gen Lehman in about 1985; it was located in a corn field in 

Greenfield Twp, Lagrange Co, Indiana, which was part of the Bontrager Family Cemetery, Row 3, outside of an iron 

fence (west side of 375E and south of 750 N).  In Oct 2009, I received a photo of the graveyard;  it showed that 

Peter's marker has been broken into several pieces.

willing to rust out in idleness, but learned the cooper trade at which he worked, as a matter of exercise, for a quarter 

of a century" (p. 1).  He is buried in Somerset Co, PA in the old family graveyard.  John was a member of the 

Mennonite Church. 

 

John Keim Sr. died September 12, 1887 "As the gathering twilight announced the closing of the twelfth day of 

September, 1887, the Death Angel came to the oldest citizen of Somerset County. John Keim, Sr. was the oldest son 

of Nicholas Keim, who was one of the pioneers of Somerset County, and was born Jan. 16, 1792 near Davidsville. 

He gathered walnuts and played around the site of the flourishing city of Johnstown when there was only a 

farmhouse there. At the age of 18 he removed with his father to Elk Lick in 1810 where he married Barbara, the 

daughter of Christian Livengood. The marriage took place on April 11, 1813, and for nearly 70 years these two 

sturdy people enjoyed the felicities of wedded life. The subject of our sketch was one of a family of 24 children the 

youngest of whom is now over sixty years of age. His father was three times married and the third wife (nee 

Catherine Eash) still resides in Holmes Co. OH, and is aged 88 years. The first residence of Mr. Keim after his 

marriage in 1813, was the "Mountain Farm" now the home of Joseph Christner. Becoming dissatisfied here he 

removed to Fayette County, PA., where he resided for 11 years. At his father's request he returned in 1826 and 

settled on his father's farm in Elk Lick, which he purchased and which he also sold, upon his retirement to his son 

John J. Keim. He was a careful and successful farmer, and with his two brothers Jacob Keim and Judge Jonas Keim, 

who both preceded him to their long rest, occupied the finest spot of farming land in the township of Elk Lick, or it 

may be in the county.  After rearing his family and having attained a "competency" he retired from farming and with 

his wife began again living alone in the little white cottage across the road from the farm house where he husbanded 

life's taper to its close. His wife was born Oct. 6, 1790 and died at the ripe age of nearly 94 years, leaving him to 

travel the darkening way alone. And it should not seem strange to us to know that her death cast a shadow over her 

husband's life that only deepened as the end drew near. Rarely do we see two people so lovingly bound together and 

certainly very rarely for so many years. For about seventy years he was a consistent member of the Mennonite 

church and was eminent for his vital piety. Although born in the infancy of our country's history and having seen all 

the vast innovation of inventions and improvements the apparently old man was never old so far as progress goes. 

He was actively interested in public educational and political interests and voted regularly at the polls for seventy-

two years. 

His children are: Elizabeth, wife of Solomon Yoder of Yoder's station; Susan wife of Jacob Harshberger of Elk Lick 

Twp.; Catherine, wife of Lewis Bockes, Iowa; Mary, wife of Joseph Christner; Christina, wife of Solomon Engle; 

Henry, residing in Elk Lick; Nancy widow of Henry Miller, Iowa; John J. Keim, residing on the old homestead; 

Barbara, wife of Jef. Speicher, Iowa; Sarah, widow of Philip Hoffman, Westmoreland Co. PA; Delilah, died in 

infancy; and of the above, Elizabeth, Susan and Mary preceded their parents to the Land of Rest.  The grandchildren 

number 93, great grandchildren number 158, great-great grandchildren number 16. The sainted old father was laid to 

rest in the old family graveyard in view of an unusually large concourse of people.  His long life was almost wholly 
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without sickness and was no doubt due, in part at least, to his simple way of living and the unvarying regularity of 

his habits. After retiring from the farm, he was not willing to rust out in idleness, but leaned the cooper trade at 

which he worked, as a matter for exercise, for a quarter of a century.  He never let the sun go down without having 

previously put on his vest - even in the heat of summer and he never knew a rheumatic or neuralgic pain. His 

evening meal was always and invariably a bowl of bread and milk soup, his sleep began and ended early and was 

abundant. In his early manhood he was very strong and agile and could shoulder four bushels of wheat while 

standing with both feet in a half bushel measure.  But he is gone and has left only what good men leave behind - an 

honored name, a sacred memory, and influence for good that will brighten as the centuries chase each over down the 

vistas of time.

his aged sister, Mrs. Catherine Bockes of Conrad, Grundy Co., Iowa. Mrs. Bockes lived to the remarkable age of 

97 years, 2 months and 12 days. She was born in Fayette Co., PA, but shortly afterwards the family moved to 

Somerset Co. to the old Keim farm near Salisbury, now owned by Norman B. Christner. In 1834 she married 

Lewis Bockes. In 1870 they moved to Iowa where Mr. Bockes died in 1901. She had 13 children, 45 

grandchildren, 56 great grandchildren, and 30 great great grand children.

Mrs. Bockes was the oldest of ten sisters and brothers, all of whom preceded her to the grave with the 

exception of John J. Keim who is still hale and hearty although in his 89th year, and bids fair to attain the great 

age attained by his oldest sister.

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Bro. JACOB KEIM, of Elk Lick Township, Somerset Co., Pa., died Dec. 30, 1879, aged 81 years, 5 months and 29 

days. He leaves an aged wife. He was the father of 12 children, 59 grand-children, and 31 great-grand-children. He 

was the father of Bishop David Keim. He was a faithful member of the Mennonite church for upwards of fifty years. 

Notwithstanding that the church in the Elk Lick congregation consisted of only a few members and was without a 

minister for forty years, with no minister nearer than forty miles, they held out faithful until 1853, when his son-in-

law, Henry H. Blouch, was ordained to the ministry, who, by the help of God, was the means of building up the 

church. Bro. Keim had always been a strong pillar in the church. He was the instigator of the building of the first 

Mennonite Meeting-house in Elk Lick District. From the time that the first Meeting-house was built in 1859, he 

swept and tended it. There were only three appointments when his seat was vacant. On Christmas morning he made 

fire in the Meeting-house and attended the service, although he had been unwell for some time. On New Year's day 

his remains were carried to the Meeting-house, attended by a large congregation of friends and neighbors to mourn 

his departure, but not to mourn as those who have no hope. He lived a Christian life and was always willing to lend a 

helping hand to the needy. Funeral services were conducted by Bro. Daniel Roth, of Washington Co., Md., in the 

English language, and by Joel Gnagey, of Summit Co., Pa., in the German language. O let us strive with an earnest 

zeal to work out our soul's salvation while it is day, that when death comes we can say with Paul, "There is laid up 

for me a crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge shall give me at that day."  Jacob is buried in 

the St. Paul Reformed Church Cemetery, Elk Lick Twp, Somerset Co, PA.

He is #13855 in DBH & CS (1938).  According to the History of Elkhart County (1881), Solomon moved to Indiana 

on 26 Oct 1846, locating first in Noble County, and then to Elkhart County in March of 1847.  "They came with 

teams from Pennsylvania, having considerable difficulty in crossing swamps."  This information is probably not 

accurate since he moved to Holmes Co, OH in 1828.  It is not yet known when or why they returned to Ohio from 

Indiana.  Both are buried in Walnut Creek, OH on their farm, located 1 mile south and 3/4 mile east of Walnut Creek 

on what is now the Henry Beachy Farm.  Mary Lou visited the farm on 12 June 2009, but no one was home to ask 

about viewing the cemetery.  One online reference indicated the cemetery was behind the barn and Mary Lou could 
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observe what appeared to be a tombstone on a hill behind the barn.  A neighbor said there were oxen in the field by 

the cemetery. 

 

Elizabeth is #5759 in the book DJH (1977).  In Beachy (1975) the following note was found:  "Judging by the 

numerous involved business dealings which are recorded, concerning Solomon, one could guess that he was 

certainly not as conservative minded as most Amish men were.  Although Solomon and Elizabeth were most likely 

always Amish, at least eight of their nine married children seem to have been Dunkards" (p. 95).  Mary Lou found 

the estate probate record at the Holmes County Library and copied 26 pages.  The estate was valued at more than 

$3500 when Solomon died, and the records list the amounts of money and goods inherited by Solomon's children.  

Included in the estate were a bible, bought by Alexander Keim for $.25, and a German Bible [the Nicholas Keim 

Bible?], bought by Aaron Keim for $.75. Administrators of the estate were Isaac Hochstetler, Tobias Miller, and 

Joseph Troyer.  They were named in a document dated 3 Nov 1853 and charged with making an inventory of the 

estate.  A list of sold property was made on 25 Nov 1853.  Included in the inventory dated 22 Nov 1853 were 11 

books plus a sermon book, 1 Bible, and 1 German Bible.  Much of the property was purchased by the children of 

Solomon Keim but others in the community purchased some pieces.  My ancestor, Solomon's son Tobias Keim, 

purchased 1 True Christianity for $2.50 and an unnamed book for $ .50.  The value of what was sold came to 

$1229.998 "including what the widow took at appraisement."  The widow took, among other things, 1 Sorl Mare for 

$50.000.  The inventory showed she also took a "kitchen cubbe and what's in it" and a side saddle.   

 

One page of the estate record showed the amounts of money given to Solomon's widow: "Here are the articles not 

appraised non administered as such but left with the widow without being appraised:  [punctuation added for easier 

reading] One spinning wheel, two stoves and pipes, eight family books, one cow, 3 sheep, the yarn and cloth 

manufactured there from, the wearing apperal of the deceased, three beds and headstands, necessary cooking 

utencils, the clothing of the family, one table, six chairs, six knifes and forks, six plates, six tea cups & saucers, one 

sugar disch, one milkpot, one teapot, and twelve spoons." 

 

On the same page:  "Here are the following charges kept in a book of the deceased for what he has already 

distributed to his heirs as a portion of their hearship to be accounted for at settling of the estate: 

To Tobias his son the sum of $500.00 

To Adam his son the sum of $500.00 

To Jacob S. Keim his son the sum of $500.00 

To Alexander S. Keim his son the sum of  $448.15 

To Aaron Keim his son the sum of $102.50 

To Barbara Keim his daughter the sum of $46.00 

To Feronica Keim his daughter the sum of $51.50 

To Solomon Keim his son the sum of $11.00 

In Money being on hand in bank notes the sum of $30.00 in specia $3.83 and coppers $.05.

He lived to see the congregation 

increase in numbers from 22 to 250. For several years he was the only Mennonite minister in the southern part of the 

county. The church had no house of worship, so he filled appointments in school houses at various points in both his 

native county and the adjoining county (Garrett) in Maryland; the work grew and in his lifetime the congregation 

erected four meeting houses. He was unable to do any preaching for several years on account of bodily and mental 

weakness. His end was peaceful and painless, being the direct result of a paralytic stroke. He was married to 

Catherine Keim on May 25, 1851. To this union were born eight children, six of whom, with the mother, 25 

grandchildren and eight great-grandchildren, survive him. Funeral services were held at the Springs (Folk) M. H. on 

June 10th, before a large concourse of people, conducted by D.H. Bender, G.D. Miller, H.M. Geinett and Ed.

"Albert Russell Keim, editor and proprietor of the "Falls City Journal", one of the best-known newspaper men 

and lawyers in eastern Nebraska, former judge of the probate court of Richardson county, former police judge of 

Falls City and for years one of the leaders of the Republican party in this county, is a native of the old Keystone 

state, but has been a resident of Nebraska and of this county since he was twelve years of age and has therefore 

been a witness to and a participant in the development of this region practically since pioneer days. He was born 

near the village of Stoyestown, in Somerset county, Pennsylvania, February 22, 1859, son of Christian Livengood 

and Amanda Corday (Will) Keim, both natives of that same county, who later became useful and influential 

pioneers of this county, the former of whom spent his last days in Falls City, his widow dying while on a visit at 

Ft. Collins, Colorado. 

 

Albert Russell Keim was twelve years of age when his family came from Pennsylvania to this county in the 

spring of 1871, arriving at Falls City on May 5 of that year. The family came by rail to Hiawatha and thence up 

here by stage, the trip proving a great adventure for the boy, Russell, who still vividly recalls the incidents of the 

journey out into the then frontier country. He completed the course in the public schools of Falls City and then 

entered the State University at Lincoln, from which he was graduated in 1881, with the degree of Bachelor of 

Arts. Upon leaving college Mr. Keim was employed as assistant principal of the high school at Falls City, and 

was thus engaged for two years, after serving a time as principal of the high school at Brownville. In the 

meantime he had been giving his leisure time to the study of law and, in 1887, was admitted to the bar and 

opened an office for the practice of his profession at Falls City, where he has ever since been actively engaged in 

practice, though of late years his chief attention has been given to his newspaper. During the legislative sessions 

of 1895 and 1899 Mr. Keim served as assistant secretary of the state Senate; in 1901 he was again assistant 

secretary of the Senate, and in 1903, served as secretary of that body. In the fall of 1895 he was elected judge of 

the probate court and served in that office for two years, 1896-1897. Previously he had served as justice of the 

peace in and for the precinct of Falls City and as judge of the Falls City police court. Judge Keim is an ardent 

Republican and has served his party as chairman of the county central committee and as a member of the state 

central committee.  On May 3, 1909, Judge Keim took charge of the plant of the Falls City Journal, the former 

proprietor of which had "gone broke", and entered upon the somewhat difficult task of reviving the newspaper; 

after some years of earnest and laborious effort restoring the paper to a self-supporting basis and putting it on a 

substantial financial footing, having made it one of the leading daily newspapers of eastern Nebraska and of the 

wide territory it serves. By prudent and enterprising direction Judge Keim has built up the Journal's circulation to 

a point exceeding two thousand and by his direct and independent attitude in the conduct of his editorial columns 

has made the paper a power of usefulness in the community. The Journal has an up-to-date and well-equipped 

plant, and its recognized among newspaper men as one of the strong newspapers of the state."

JONAS M KEIM, son of Moses and Lydia Keim, was born in Holmes county, Ohio, on the 21st of April, 1843. It 

was his privilege to be reared on a farm, the source from which have sprung the majority of the nation's greatest 

men, and he early became acquainted with the manifold duties which such a mode of life implies. At the proper 

age he entered the public schools and attended the same until about eighteen years old, meanwhile assisting his 

father of summer seasons with the work of the farm. On the 15th day of August, 1862, he enlisted in Company B, 

One Hundred and Fifteenth Ohio Volunteer Infantry, with which he served three years, during which time he took 

part in many noted campaigns and bloody battles, including the various engagements in which General Thomas' 

command participated. The day on which the regiment was mustered out he was sent to a hospital where he 

remained about one month and at the expiration of that time he received his discharge and returned home. 

On leaving the army Mr. Keim resumed the pursuit of agriculture on the home farm and in the fall of 1865 was 

united in marriage to Miss Catherine Trump, daughter of George Trump, of Nimishillen township, Stark county. 

He continued tilling the soil in his native county until 1869, at which time he changed his residence to the county 

of Stark, locating at Louisville, where he engaged in the grain business, in connection with which he also handled 

provisions and dealt quite extensively in wool. Subsequently he disposed of this business and purchased an 

interest in the hardware house founded by his father and during the next twenty-five years was a member of the 

firm of Keim & Sons, which became one of the largest and most successful establishments of the kind in the 

county. His connection for so long a time with this line of trade resulted in the accumulation of a fortune which 

enabled him, in 1897, to lay aside business cares, since which time he has been living a life of honorable 

retirement in the thriving little town of Louisville. 

Mr. Keim possesses marked business ability and superior judgment. He looked after the management of the house 

with commendable fidelity, built up a large and lucrative trade and by fair and honorable dealing won the 

confidence of all with whom he had relations of any kind whatever. Aside from his connection with the 
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commercial interests of Louisville, Mr. Keim has long been a factor of considerable consequence in the general 

affairs of the town, every enterprise calculated to advance the community materially, socially, or morally, 

receiving his support and hearty co-operation. As a citizen he is deservedly popular, charity and benevolence 

being among his chief characteristics, and to the poor and needy he is ever ready to extend a helping hand. His 

political support is given to the Republican party, but the wiles and chicanery of modern partisanship have always 

received his strongest disapproval. Religiously he is an influential member of the Progressive Branch of the 

German Baptist church, belonging with his wife to the Louisville congregation, of which he is one of the pillars 

and chief supporters. He has high ideals of Christian character and endeavors to realize the same in his daily life 

and conduct. 

Mr. Keim's first marriage was blessed with the birth of one son, Charles B. Keim, who is now engaged in the boot 

and shoe business in Louisville. Mrs. Keim dying in 1873, the subject afterwards wedded Miss Mary Keim, of 

Nimishillen township, daughter of Adam Keim, a union terminated by the death of the wife in 1887. Mr. Keim's 

present companion, to whom he was united in the bonds of wedlock in the year 1896, was Mrs. Ella Werner, 

formerly Miss Slote.

He and his wife were members of the 

River Brethren Church, and were prominent in the social life of the community.

HENRY D KEIM, comes of stanch German extraction and was himself born in Tuscarawas county, Ohio, on the 

13th of October, 1856, being a son of Adam and Maria (Schrock) Keim, of whose ten children the following six 

are still living: Sarah, who is the wife of George Hand, of Canton township; Elizabeth, who is the wife of John H. 

Miller, of Nimishillen township; Nancy, who is the wife of Henry Sell, also of that township; Albert, who is 

engaged in farming in Nimishillen township; Jacob, who is a farmer of Marlboro township, and Henry D., the 

immediate subject of this sketch. The father of these children was born in the state of Maryland, in the year 1832, 

being a son of Solomon and Elizabeth Keim, with whom he came to Tuscarawas county, Ohio, when he was a 

boy, and being there reared to maturity on a farm. After his marriage he continued to be engaged in agricultural 

pursuits in that county until 1866, all of his children having been born there, and in the year mentioned he 

removed with his family to Stark county and here purchased a farm of one hundred and sixty acres in Nimishillen 

township, the place now being owned by Adam Rennier. Here he continued to actively follow farming until about 

1884, when he disposed of the property and forthwith purchased a small home place near Center Church, that 

township, where he lived retired until his death, which occurred in the year 1888. In politics he was a stanch 

supporter of the Republican party, and his religious faith was that of the German Baptist church, of which his 

wife also was a devoted adherent. He was a half-brother of the father of John Keim, of whom individual mention 

is made elsewhere in this volume. The mother of the subject was born in Tuscarawas county, in 1831, and she 

died in 1863, at the early age of thirty-two years, and later Mr. Keim consummated a second marriage, being 

united to Mrs. Rebecca Snyder, who was the widow of David Snyder and whose maiden name was Reisley, there 

being no children born of this marriage. 

 

Henry D. Keim, the immediate subject of this review, was reared under the sturdy discipline of the home farm 

and in the public schools of the period received his early educational training. He remained at home until he had 

attained his legal majority, when he returned to Tuscarawas county, where he was born, and there worked as a 

farm hand for one year, after which he came back to Stark county and for the following sixteen months was 

employed as a clerk in the hardware establishment of Keim & Sons, in the village of Louisville. While engaged, 

on Christmas day of the year 1879, he was united in marriage to Miss Sarah Huffman, who was born in Plain 

township, this county, being the daughter of John Huffman, who was a prominent and influential farmer of that 

township, where he died in 1888. The spring following his marriage Mr. Keim gave up his position in the 

hardware store and took charge of his father-in- law's farm, which he continued to operate for the ensuing two 

years, after which, in 1882, he removed to the farm now owned by William Warstler, the same having been at the 

time likewise a portion of Mr. Huffman's estate. Here he remained successfully engaged in farming until 1888, 

when he purchased and removed to his present home farm of sixty acres, in section 6, Osnaburg township, and 

this he has developed into one of the best farms in this section of the county. He has been a scientific agriculturist 

and that he has had the ability to apply his knowledge in a practical way is evident when the fact is noted that 

when he took possession of his present place it was badly run down and the fertility of the original soil much 
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impaired from lack of proper attention. Though a comparatively small place it is now one of unexcelled fertility 

and productiveness and from it the subject secures as large returns as do many other from farms of much greater 

area. He has one of the finest herds of Jersey cows in the county, and in the year 1891 he produced form this 

source nearly a ton and half of butter, which commanded topnotch prices in the market. For the past four years he 

ahs been agent for the DeLaval cream separator, and in 1901 he made the second highest record of sales in the 

line in the state, while with the close of the present year his record of business stands double that of previous 

years. he is progressive and public-spirited to a degree and is not only known as one of the model farmers and 

dairyman of the county, but is also fortunate in having so ordered his course as to retain the unequivocal 

confidence and esteem of all who know him. In politics Mr. Keim maintains an independent attitude, and he is at 

the present time a member of the school board of his district. he and his wife hold membership in the River 

Brethren church. The home circle is brightened by the presence of their two daughters, Lettie and Bessie, and the 

family is prominent in the social life of the community.

JONAS M KEIM, son of Moses and Lydia Keim, was born in Holmes county, Ohio, on the 21st of April, 1843. It 

was his privilege to be reared on a farm, the source from which have sprung the majority of the nation's greatest 

men, and he early became acquainted with the manifold duties which such a mode of life implies. At the proper age 

he entered the public schools and attended the same until about eighteen years old, meanwhile assisting his father of 

summer seasons with the work of the farm. On the 15th day of August, 1862, he enlisted in Company B, One 

Hundred and Fifteenth Ohio Volunteer Infantry, with which he served three years, during which time he took part in 

many noted campaigns and bloody battles, including the various engagements in which General Thomas' command 

participated. The day on which the regiment was mustered out he was sent to a hospital where he remained about 

one month and at the expiration of that time he received his discharge and returned home. 

On leaving the army Mr. Keim resumed the pursuit of agriculture on the home farm and in the fall of 1865 was 

united in marriage to Miss Catherine Trump, daughter of George Trump, of Nimishillen township, Stark county. He 

continued tilling the soil in his native county until 1869, at which time he changed his residence to the county of 

Stark, locating at Louisville, where he engaged in the grain business, in connection with which he also handled 

provisions and dealt quite extensively in wool. Subsequently he disposed of this business and purchased an interest 

in the hardware house founded by his father and during the next twenty-five years was a member of the firm of 
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Keim & Sons, which became one of the largest and most successful establishments of the kind in the county. His 

connection for so long a time with this line of trade resulted in the accumulation of a fortune which enabled him, in 

1897, to lay aside business cares, since which time he has been living a life of honorable retirement in the thriving 

little town of Louisville. 

Mr. Keim possesses marked business ability and superior judgment. He looked after the management of the house 

with commendable fidelity, built up a large and lucrative trade and by fair and honorable dealing won the confidence 

of all with whom he had relations of any kind whatever. Aside from his connection with the commercial interests of 

Louisville, Mr. Keim has long been a factor of considerable consequence in the general affairs of the town, every 

enterprise calculated to advance the community materially, socially, or morally, receiving his support and hearty co-

operation. As a citizen he is deservedly popular, charity and benevolence being among his chief characteristics, and 

to the poor and needy he is ever ready to extend a helping hand. His political support is given to the Republican 

party, but the wiles and chicanery of modern partisanship have always received his strongest disapproval. 

Religiously he is an influential member of the Progressive Branch of the German Baptist church, belonging with his 

wife to the Louisville congregation, of which he is one of the pillars and chief supporters. He has high ideals of 

Christian character and endeavors to realize the same in his daily life and conduct. 

Mr. Keim's first marriage was blessed with the birth of one son, Charles B. Keim, who is now engaged in the boot 

and shoe business in Louisville. Mrs. Keim dying in 1873, the subject afterwards wedded Miss Mary Keim, of 

Nimishillen Township, daughter of Adam Keim, a union terminated by the death of the wife in 1887. Mr. Keim's 

present companion, to whom he was united in the bonds of wedlock in the year 1896, was Mrs. Ella Werner, 

formerly Miss Slote.

Roadside 

Salisbury, PA. - The entire community was greatly shocked last Friday evening, when it became known that David 

H. Keim, a prominent retired Elk Lick Township farmer, was found dead under a tree by the roadside, soon after six 

o'clock, the same evening, about midway between his home and the B. & O. freight station at West Salisbury.  His 

body was found by his daughter-in-law, Mrs. George Keim, and his grandchild, Mrs. Clyde Tedrow.  County 

Coroner Dosch was notified and viewed the body the next morning.  Not long before his body was found, Mr. Keim 

was transacting business in Salisbury and there was nothing to indicate that he had become ill.  However, to all 

appearances, he had become ill while on his way home afoot, and laid down under a tree, and there died.  The cause 

of his death was diagnosed as coronary occlusion.  Mr. Keim was born August 22, 1863, and died July 17, 1942.  He 

was therefore almost 79 years old.  He was a son of Henry and Amelia Putman Keim, and was born and reared on 

the farm which he inherited from his father, and continued to reside upon up to the time he died.  He personally 

operated the farm for many years.

550 Randolph 

 

WILLIAM HAY KEIM.  "Under modern conditions one of the most important county offices to which individuals 

may be elected by their fellow-citizens is that of sheriff. The proper discharge of the duties of this post call for 

personal courage, executive capacity, faithfulness and ability for the handling of detail work, as well as integrity and 

an appreciation of the responsibilities involved. In none of these attributes has William Hay Keim, sheriff of 

Randolph County, failed. Since taking office in 1921 he has conducted its affairs in an energetic, efficient and 

conscientious way, fully vindicating the faith reposed in him by the voters of the county. 

 

Sheriff Keim was born at Elk Lick, Somerset County, Pennsylvania, December 27, 1869, and is a son of Silas Clark 

and Annie (Arnold) Keim. His father was born on a farm in the same community, being a son of Jonas and Sarah 

(Livengood) Keim, and a member of a family of Swiss origin. Silas Clark Keim was a farmer in early life, but later 

turned his attention to banking and merchandising, and also acted as a minister in the Dunkard Church. He died in 

1881, at the age of forty-six years. His wife, Annie (Arnold) Keim, was born in Mineral County, West Virginia, the 

daughter of Rev. Joseph Arnold, a Dunkard preacher, who was born in West Virginia, of English descent. Mrs. 

Keim died in 1912, at the age of seventy-five years. They were the parents of seven sons and two daughters. 

 

William Hay Keim attended the public schools of his native place and a Dunkard school at Bridgewater, Virginia, 

and for two years in young manhood was employed by the Pittsburgh Street Car Company.  Later he was identified 

with steel industrial companies at Elwood, Indiana, and Joliet, Illinois, and in 1897 located at Elkins, West Virginia, 

where he and his brother, Noah G.... embarked in a mercantile business.  This they continued for three years, 

following which they turned their attention to general insurance, under the firm name of Keim & Keim, and the 

business is still being conducted by William H. Keim and his brother's son, Howard H. Keim. This enterprise has 

grown to important proportions and is one of the leading concerns of its kind in Randolph County. In 1920 Mr. 

Keim became the republican nominee for sheriff, a position to which he was elected by a majority of 415 votes, 

being the first republican sheriff elected in Randolph County since the Civil war. In the same election James M. 

Cox, the democratic candidate for President, carried Randolph County by 618 votes. He has an excellent record in 

office and has proved his capability as a public official.  Sheriff Keim is a member of the Benevolent and Protective 

Order of Elks, and his religious faith is that of the Baptist Church.  In 1894 Sheriff Keim was united in marriage 

with Miss Eva Rees, of Elk Lick, Pennsylvania, and to them there have been born three sons and six daughters."
